The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian. Also present were 2 residents and Candidate for District Judge Caryn VanderHeuvel. 
The agenda was approved as presented with the addition of Swingset Painting and Election Resolution.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the regular meeting on August 11, 2020.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.   

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving notice from the St Clair County Landfill regarding a 3% rate increase.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the monthly bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0. 
The fire department report was approved as presented.  The pump test was performed and it passed.
No Enforcement Officer’s or Zoning Administrator’s Report.

In citizens comments Candidate for District Judge Caryn VanderHeuvel was present for discussion and questions from the audience and the Board of Trustees.  She discussed her website CarynVanderHeuel.com was available to the public.
In new business O’Brien made a motion to hire Yale Electric to install the flag pole light and repair lights at the fire hall and sidewalk lights.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Ramsey made a motion to approve the 2021 streetlight conversion project with DTE.  The project will cost $3,555.00 with an annual savings of $1,970.28.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2020-1 to amend the schedule of district regulations limiting height, bulk, density and area by Zoning District.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call: Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2020-2 to amend the Sign ordinance regarding illuminated signs. Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve a one (1) year expiration with no progress on Building Permits and if cancelled by owner within one year the Plan Review fee and any inspections will be deducted from refund.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to perform the Annual maintenance on the Truck 37.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Greenwood Treeworks LLC to remove and stump grind the tree leaning on the garage for $500.00.  Nowicki will contact Miss Dig before removal.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to hire R.A.D. Custom Painting to paint the slide and swingset with 50% deposit.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion for adopt Resolution 2020-4 to approve the Township Clerk to submit a grant application to the Center for Tech and Civic Life for Election Supplies.  Clerk O’Brien would like to submit the grant application to cover the cost of purchasing a tabulator to establish an Absent Voter Counting Board and update the Electronic Pollbook used to process voters.  Ramsey seconding.  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Clerk O’Brien asked the Boards opinion regarding return postage for the absent voter ballots.  It was agreed by the board that the Township would not provide return postage.
