Nowicki made a motion to approve the agenda with the addition of #8 Lawn contract and #9 Limestone for township parking lot.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting on March 9, 2021.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from the Par Plan grant program.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.

Nowicki made a motion to approve the monthly bills as presented.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  

The fire department report was approved as presented.  
The Enforcement Officer’s report was approved as presented.

In Zoning the Planning Commission will have a meeting on April 21, 2021 at 7:30 p.m.
In citizen’s comments Nowicki discussed that Kenockee Township has decided to opt out of the shared maintenance with Grant Township and Greenwood Township for Spring Hill Cemetery and become non-residential for burials.  A resident discussed the COVID Relief for Townships.
In new business O’Brien made a motion to approve the Service and Maintenance agreement with Election Source for the election equipment.  O’Brien made a motion to approve repairs for lights at the Township and fire hall by Yale Electric. Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Resolution 2021-9 Establishing a moratorium on the installation of over 25 kVA total electrical transforming capacity per site and a moratorium on issuance of any permits or approvals as they relate to any existing site containing over 25 kVA of total electrical transforming capacity within the township.  Roberts seconding.  Roll Call: Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the 2021 Road contracts.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – abstaining.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to incorporate changes into the Nationwide under the Secure Act.  The changes allow withdrawals for Qualified Birth and Adoption Distribution and changes the In-Service Distribution Age to 59 ½.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki discussed getting quotes for some updates at the fire hall including service the overhead doors and the concrete.  O’Brien made a motion to approve replacing the gutters on the hall with 6” gutters.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the renewal of the lawn contract with John French Jr.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the purchase of 2 loads of limestone for the hall parking lot.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
