Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian. Also present were 7 residents and Ed Weichsler from the Blue Water Area Fallen heroes community banner project.  
The budget hearing was convened at 7:32 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.

General Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2021-2022 is $468,711.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $400,000.00 for a total of $868,711.00.  General Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2021-2022 are $815,829.11.

Building Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2021-2022 is $20,000.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $8,000.00 for a total of $28,000.00.  Building Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2021-2022 are $22,532.51.
In citizens comments questions were asked regarding berm removal and the diesel surcharge for Marcotte Diposal.

The budget hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened at 7:45 p.m.  Board members present were Supervisor Nowicki, Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Also present were 7 residents and Ed Weichsler from the Blue Water Area Fallen heroes community banner project.  
Nowicki made a motion to approve the agenda with the removal of #8 from the agenda and the additions of a presentation from Ed Weichsler and a discussion regarding Hall Rentals.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting on February 9, 2021.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to replace the damaged Township mailbox.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Emmett Little League President Bob Jasper was present to discuss the merge of Emmett and Greenwood Little League.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Resolution 2021-4 for the Fire Department to respond to Non-Emergency calls.  O’Brien seconding. Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – abstaining; Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.    Ramsey made a motion to 2021-8 Clerk Stipend for Special Elections.  Krikorian seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Ramsey –yes; Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Ed Weichsler from the Blue Water Area Fallen Heroes community banner project was present to discuss the banner project.  Mr. Weichsler will be in touch with the Greenwood Township regarding banners for Greenwood.   The Township Board decided that with the Hall Rentals will be suspended under the current Executive Order that expires on April 19, 2021.  It will be discussed again at the next meeting.  If the Executive Order is lifted to 100% occupancy prior to the next meeting the Township Hall will be reopened.
