Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.   Also present were 6 residents and Jaime Greene a candidate running for State Representative. 
The agenda was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on March 8, 2022.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from St Clair County regarding upgrading the St Clair County Master Plan.  Meeting dates are available at the Township Hall.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.
In Zoning there will be a Planning Commission meeting on April 20, 2022 at 7:30 pm.
In citizen’s comments residents had concerns with the Solar Ordinance and road grading.  A resident discussed the spongy moth county spray program and there were questions regarding caregivers in the township.  A link has been posted on the Township Website (www.greenwoodtownship.com) to the St Clair County Spongy Moth Program.
In new business Jaime Greene was present to introduce herself as a candidate running for Michigan State Representative for District 65.  Jaime was present after the meeting for any questions or discussions.  Nowicki made a motion to approve a change in office hours for the summer beginning the week of April 18, 2022.  The new hours will be Tuesday 8:30 am until 2:00 pm, Wednesday 10:00 am until 6:00 pm and Thursday 8:30 until 2:00 pm and closed on Friday.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to purchase election materials offered by a reimbursable election grant.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the 2022 St Clair County Road Contracts.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Contracts for Gravel and Limestone have not been presented because the County is in negotiations for costs.  Nowicki made a motion to allow the Board of Trustees to approve the Gravel and Limestone contracts when presented if the increase is up to 25%.  If the cost exceeds 25% the Board will hold a special meeting for approval.  Doing this makes sure we are on the list for materials early with no delays.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki discussed receiving notification from St Clair County that the DPW will be handled at municipal level and not at County level.  DTE is the only entity that Greenwood Township has that falls under the category.  Nowicki made a motion that Greenwood Township work on a contract for the DPW for DTE Energy.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.       
In citizen’s comments a resident had questions regarding the wind turbines in Sanilac County, ditching in Greenwood and the Eves Drain.
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
