Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts.  Absent was Trustee Krikorian.   Also present were 5 residents. 
The agenda was approved with the addition of Jeff Kern resignation and Michigan Township Association annual renewal.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on May 10, 2022.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving notice from Firecatt for the hose testing.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  Nowicki discussed being contacted by Hinojosa and the concrete in front of the fire hall will be replaced next week.
No Enforcement Officer’s report.
In Zoning there will be a Zoning Board of Appeals meeting on June 15, 2022 at 7:30 pm.
In citizen’s comments a resident had a question regarding the campaign signs in the Township Ordinance.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve a contract with Point & Pay for the online payment of taxes with the one time set up fee.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  A discussion was held regarding the bids for the construction of a new pavilion.  Ramsey contacted several builders and emailed the bid packages.  As of the deadline one bid was received from Midwest Metal.  Roberts made a motion to approve the contract with Midwest Metal to construct the new pavilion.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – abstaining.  Motion carried 3-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the 2022 St Clair County Parks and Recreation request for local millage distribution.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Roberts made a motion to approve the contract with Old’s Electric to install backup generators at both the Township hall and the Fire Hall.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki discussed receiving a resignation letter from Building Inspector Jeff Kern effective June 29, 2022.  Nowicki made a motion to hire Dean Roberts as the replacement Building Official and Building Inspector effective June 30, 2022.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion for the annual renewal of the Michigan Township Association dues.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0. 
In citizen’s comments a resident asked if solar was allowed on land designated PA116 or if that may change in the future.  Clerk O’Brien stated that she is still looking for election inspectors.  Anyone that may be interested are asked to contact the Clerk.  Nowicki discussed the millage for the St Clair County Ambulance Services.  They are running on a very critical status so it is very important for residents to research and vote.
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
