The agenda was approved with the addition of Astec Asphalt and John French Jr.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on April 12, 2022.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In new business Nowicki made a motion to appoint Pete Bullard to Zoning Board of Appeals.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the revised Poverty Exemption Application and Asset Level test as recommended by the State of Michigan.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  The board will begin taking bids for the construction of a pavilion by the basketball courts.  The building will be 24’ X 28’, 9 ft. tall with a 1’ overhang and a shingle roof.  The bid packet will be available at the township hall within the next week.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Astec Asphalt to repair and seal the walking trails.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the purchase of a drag to maintain the baseball diamonds and to pay John French Jr. to rototill spray and drag all 3 fields.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to pay John French Jr. $50.00 per hour with a maximum 7 hours for time and fuel to spread the limestone in the township parking lot.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
