Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Also present were 9 residents. 
The agenda was approved with the addition of cemetery trees and fire hose replacement. 
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on July 12, 2022, the Special Meeting of the Election Commission on July 12, 2022 and the Special Meeting of the Election Commission on July 13, 2022.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  The hose testing was completed and one section of hose needs to be replaced.  Nowicki stated that the backup generator has been installed at the fire hall.
No Enforcement Officer’s report.
In Zoning there will be a Planning Commission meeting on August 24, 2022 at 7:30 pm.
In citizens comments a resident had concerns regarding a variance denial by the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Other citizens comments were questions regarding solar farms, a failing culvert on Cribbins Road, the approach on Cribbins at Yale Road and contact information for DTE pole change and power issues.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to pay $1,800.00 to Spring Hill Cemetery.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien discussed receiving a proposal from a consultant for a broadband funding & feasibility study.  The proposal was to study the  possibility of upgrading the township broadband through federal grants.  The board members will study the proposal and discuss at the next meeting.  O’Brien made a motion to amend the budget for $132,111.76 from the ARPA funds into Ground Maintenance.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Resolution 2022-8 2023 St Clair County Road Commission Local Road System Funding Assistance Program.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the Novation Agreement between St Clair County and Greenwood Township.  St Clair County will be absolving the agreement with DTE to serve as the DPW and it will now be assigned to Greenwood Township.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the Water agreement between DTE and Greenwood Township.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes, Nowicki – yes, Krikorian – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve Resolution 2022-9 Board of Public Works of the Township of Greenwood Water Rate schedule for WD V-Greenwood Township DTE.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call: Nowicki-yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Ramsey discussed landscaping between the basketball court and Yale Road.  Ramsey will meet with some landscaping companies and discuss at the next meeting.  Nowicki discussed receiving a bill for the removal of two trees at the Beckett Cemetery.  The board decided that the payment will be held until Nowicki discusses it with Dankenbring.  O’Brien made a motion to replace one section of fire hose.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
In citizen’s comments a resident had questions regarding the height of wind turbines in our ordinance.
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
