The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Clerk O’Brien at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Absent was Supervisor Nowicki. Also present were 8 residents and Scott Verhelle the President of Emmett Little League.
The agenda was approved as presented.
Krikorian made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on August 9, 2022.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
O’Brien made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  
Enforcement Officer’s report was approved as presented.
In Zoning there will be a Planning Commission Public Hearing meeting on September 21, 2022 at 7:30 pm.
In citizens comments a resident had questions regarding the consultant for Broadband upgrades, election inspectors, the land on Fargo Road owned by the Township, the ditch near the new pavilion and the new office hours. 
In old business the Board discussed the complaint against the Zoning Board of Appeals.  After talking to the members of the ZBOA it was decided that the ZBOA members acted accordingly.  Roberts made a motion to pay Darren Dankenbring for the removal of 2 trees at the Lett Cemetery.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  
In new business Jeffery Ramsey has resigned effective September 13, 2022 from the Planning Commission.  The Board received 3 letters of interest from Jim Vincent, Elizabeth Buckley and John French, Jr.  O’Brien made a motion to appoint Jim Vincent to the Planning Commission.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Scott Verhelle, the President of Emmett Little League, was present to discuss the work they have planned for the fields.  They have signed a User agreement for the next season.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2022-10 Authorization to open new bank account to establish the Greenwood Department of Public Works Utility Operation and Maintenance Receiving Fund as provided by Resolution 2022-9.  The signers for this new account will be Treasurer (Rebecca Ramsey), Clerk (Sonya O’Brien), Deputy Treasurer (Melanie Ripenbark), Deputy Clerk (David O’Brien).  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Nowicki – absent.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2022-11 Authorization to transfer funds from the Greenwood Township General Fund into account formed as provided for in Resolution 2022-10.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; Ramsey – yes; Krikorian – yes; O’Brien – yes; Nowicki – absent.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to amend the budget for $1,000.00 from 265-955 Miscellaneous into 276-955 Cemetery.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2022-12 St Clair County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Krikorian seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  

In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding the Solar project and road work in the township.
O’Brien made a motion to adjourn.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
