In citizens comments residents had questions regarding the recent work done by the St Clair County Drain Commission on the Robertson drain, the tax assessment on solar, zoning for land and multiple residences, the timing of the construction of the current solar project, questions regarding the possibility of denying the renewal of the current solar project, the approach at Cribbins and Yale and a culvert on Cribbins Road.
