Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian. Also present were 26 residents and 2 representatives from Northstar Clean Energy. 
The budget hearing was convened at 7:40 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.

General Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2023-2024 is $602,711.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $500,000.00 for a total of $1,102,891.00.  General Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2023-2024 are $1,056,683.90.
Building Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2023-2024 is $20,000.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $8,000.00 for a total of $28,000.00.  Building Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2023-2024 are $22,532.51.
In citizens comments questions were asked regarding the Sparks grant and the cost of garbage.

The budget hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened at 7:45 p.m.  Board members present were Supervisor Nowicki, Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Also present were 26 residents and 2 representatives from Northstar Clean Energy. 

The agenda was approved with the addition of the renewal of Quickbooks.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting on February 14, 2022.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

No correspondence.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.

Nowicki made a motion to approve the monthly bills as presented.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  

The fire department report was approved as presented.  
In enforcement Nowicki discussed the current court case on a blight case.
In Zoning the Planning Commission will hold the Public Hearing on the Solar Ordinance Amendment at the Regular Meeting on April 19, 2023 at 7:30 pm.
In citizen’s comments a resident asked about the repair on Truck 37.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve the 2023-2024 General and Building Budgets.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the Emergency spending limit for the Supervisor of $1,500.00.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to keep the Yale Expositor and the Times Herald as the papers of record.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to keep Tri County Bank and Choice One Bank as the depositories of record.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the payment of recurring bills between regularly scheduled board meetings.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the Calendar of Board Meeting for the 2023-20234 fiscal year.  The meetings will be held the second Tuesday of the month at 7:30 pm with the exception of April which will be scheduled for Thursday April 13th.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the renewal of the Zoning Administrators contract.  Roberts seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the renewal of the contract with Assessment Administration Services, LLC for assessing services for Greenwood Township.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes, Krikorian – yes.  O’Brien made a motion to amend the budget for Election expenses and Printing and Advertising by moving $2,000.00 from audit expenses and $1,700.00 into Elections and $300.00 into Printing and Advertising.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the renewal of the Lawn contract with John French, Jr.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki discussed being contacted by St Clair County Emergency Management regarding the installation of a siren in the Township.  Emergency Management will be applying for a grant to install sirens in the County and if the grant is not approved there will be no cost to the Township.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the interest to install a siren per the grant being applied to by St Clair County Emergency Management.  Robert seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the renewal of the contract with McBride Manley & Co. PC.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Following a lengthy discussion regarding the renewal of the Special Use Permit granted to Lake Iris Solar in May 2021.  The Board agreed that the issue will be discussed at the April 13, 2023 meeting with the Township Attorney present.  The attorney will be available for any questions from residents.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the annual renewal of Quickbooks.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  
In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding the Solar renewal, safety concern on drain at Metcalf and Greenwood, the Robertson drain, Solar and a referendum. 

Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
