Nowicki made a motion to contract with Fahey Schultz Burzych Rhodes as co-council as recommended by Attorney James Dubay.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to pay SEMCO to upgrade the gas line to accommodate the generator at the Township Hall.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  
In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding ditching in the township and the sale of the property on Fargo owned by Greenwood Township.  There was a lengthy discussion regarding solar.  Questions asked were regarding zoning, assessing and property values, Yale Expositor coverage, Special Use permit renewal, referendum and the Solar on DTE Property.  Attorney James Dubay was present to answer questions regarding the renewal of the Special Use Permit for Solar as well as any other questions the residents had.
