Regular Meeting Minutes
The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Also present were 7 residents.
The agenda was approved with the addition of the purchase of a replacement server with IT Right.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on June 13, 2023.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In correspondence Supervisor Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from DTE and from St Clair County Road Commission for a road closure on Yale Road between Cribbins and Fargo for a culvert replacement on July 12, 2023.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  
In the enforcement officer’s report the blight court case has been rescheduled.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Zoning Board of Appeals has a Public Hearing on July 12, 2023 at 7:30 pm and the Planning Commission Public Hearing meeting is on July 19, 2023 at 7:30 pm.
In citizens comments residents had questions regarding gravel on Cribbins, the approach on Cribbins at Yale Road, trucks lined up on Cribbins for the gravel pit and internet.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve a survey by Polaris on the Township owned property on Fargo.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki will contact attorney James Dubay regarding proper procedure and postings for the sale of the property.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the replacement of the server with IT Right.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0. The board decided to discuss the added security quotes with IT Right at a later time.
In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding taxes and the Fargo property.  Doug Campbell was present to request the township purchase a large garbage can and 2 smaller cans. Nowicki made a motion to purchase the 3 cans.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
