The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  Absent was Treasurer Ramsey.  Also present were 7 residents and Auditors Curtis McBride and Samantha Hudson from McBride & Manley.
The agenda was approved with the addition of the Little Free Library and Resolution 2023-5 2024 Local Road System Funding Assistance Program.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on July 11, 2023.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In correspondence Supervisor Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from Steve Simasko regarding a proposed St Clair County Animal Ordinance.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  
No enforcement officer’s report.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Zoning Board of Appeals has a Public Hearing on August 16, 2023 at 7:30 pm and the Planning Commission has a special meeting on August 23, 2023 at 7:30 pm.
No citizens comments.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve the notice for sealed bids regarding the Township owned land on Fargo as recommended by attorney James Dubay.  The Board made some additions and the notice will be placed in the Yale Expositor.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Curtis McBride and Samantha Hudson were present to discuss the recent audit for the 2021-2022 and 2022-2023 fiscal years.  The Township received a Clean unmodified opinion.  Audit reports are available at the Township for residents to review.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the replacement of the modem and firewall appliance by VC3 to correct network issues.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Elizabeth Buckley was present to discuss the installation of a Little Free Library at the Township Park.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the installation of the Little Free Library with the purchase of the Charter Plate for 39.95 and up to $300.00 in materials if necessary.  Elizabeth Buckley will maintain the library. The Township will contact the Boy Scouts to see if they are interested in volunteering to build the library.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2023-5 the 2024  St Clair County Road Commission Local Road System Funding assistance program.  Roberts seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – absent.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki discussed with the Board the upcoming renewal for Marcotte Disposal.  Nowicki asked the board to review the renewal proposal and decide whether the Board would like to put the contract out for bids.
In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding the Greenwood DPW and if they charge a late fee to DTE for the water billing.
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
