The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  The pump test passed.
No enforcement officer’s report.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on September 20, 2023 at 7:30 pm regarding the Ordinance for Battery Storage.
In citizens comments a resident had a question regarding how the Township handles complaints.  The question was if a resident must sign the complaint or can it be given anonymously.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve the renewal of the Spring Hill Cemetery contract.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve Resolution 2023-6 Water Rate schedule for WD-V Greenwood Township.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to reappoint Nancy Buckley to the Planning Commission.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the contract with McBride and Manley for the 2025 Township audit.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  The Township received 3 closed bids for the sale of the Fargo property.  Nowicki made a motion to accept the highest bid from Mike Walsh in the amount of $31,296.01.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to renew the contract with Marcotte.  Nowicki seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  It was decided that Nowicki will reach out to Ameriscapes for a quote to clean the front flower beds at the Township Hall.  Nowicki discussed being contacted by the St Clair County Road Commission recommending not applying the second application of chloride.  It was decided by the Township Board that considering the amount of rain this year there is no need to apply the second application of chloride.
