The agenda was approved with the addition of payments on judgement and St Clair County mapping.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on September 12, 2023.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  
No enforcement officer’s report.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on October 18, 2023 at 7:30 pm regarding the Ordinance for Battery Storage.
In citizens comments a resident had a question regarding blight on Brown, ditching and flooding on Cribbins, multiple trailers on Oatman and issues with a mechanical permit.
In new business Nowicki made a motion to approve the attendance by the Board of Trustees, Planning Commission members and the Zoning Board of Appeals at the 2023 Metropolitan Planning Commission Workshop.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the Early Voting agreement between Greenwood Township and Grant Township.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  John Engel offered to install the ballot drop box in the concrete.  O’Brien will contact Dyck Security regarding installation of security cameras.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the budget amendment moving $300.00 from mileage into audit expenses.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the increase in the Schedule of Zoning Fees.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the renewal of the Township Insurance with Decker Agency and the upgrades.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki discussed a current judgment in an enforcement issue with a resident.  It was agreed by the board that Nowicki will contact the attorney to write a legal agreement for a payment arrangement with the resident.  The Board agreed not to opt into the aerial mapping with St Clair County. 
In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding the security cameras, the battery storage ordinance and the local authority for zoning at the state level.
