The agenda was approved with the addition of hiring an additional backup secretary.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on January 9, 2024, Special Meeting of the Election Commission on February 6, 2024 and February 7, 2024.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from Semco regarding right of ways and DTE regarding the new state legislation for local zoning.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Krikorian seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.
No enforcement report.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Planning Commission meeting will be held on March 6, 2024 at 7:30 pm.
In citizens comments residents asked about ditching on Kilgore south of Yale Rd and the excess gravel in the ditches on Kilgore from the snow plows.  A resident asked if the lawn care would be going out for bid this year.  The board will put it out for bid considering it has been more than 3 years since it has been.
In new business O’Brien made a motion for the Board of Review to meet on Tuesday March 12, 2024 instead of Monday.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the aerial imagery agreement with St Clair County.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the 2 parcels owned by Paul McNesky for a combination split for parcels 74-22-026-2001-000, 74-22-026-2001-100 and 74-22-026-2002-000 and to remain Residential.  O’Brien seconding.  Roll Call:  Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve submitting culverts and lights for ARPA funds from Commissioner Simasko.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-2 to Adopt agreement for 457b plan.  Nowicki seconding.  Roll Call: Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes; O’Briens – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the policy to pay election workers after the election is over not including election workers who are considered employees of the township.  Krikorian seonding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki discussed speaking to the drain commission and road commission regarding flooding of a residence on Norman Road.  Nowicki will contact the resident to discuss.  Nowicki made a motion to approve board members attending the 2024 Annual Dinner of the St Clair County Chapter of the MTA.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to hire Marie Revitzer as an emergency backup secretary.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
