Regular Meeting Minutes

The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Doug Nowicki at 7:30 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian. Also present were 18 residents and Tony Youtsos from the St Clair County Drain Commission. 
The budget hearing was convened at 7:34 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.

General Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2024-2025 is $602,711.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $500,000.00 for a total of $1,102,891.00.  General Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2024-2025 are $1,054,783.90.
Building Fund Proposed Revenue for the fiscal year 2024-2025 is $20,000.00 with an estimated cash on hand of $8,000.00 for a total of $28,000.00.  Building Fund Proposed Expenditures for 2024-2025 are $22,532.51.
No citizens comments.

The budget hearing was closed and the regular meeting was reconvened at 7:41 p.m.  Board members present were Supervisor Nowicki, Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Roberts and Krikorian.  18 residents and Tony Youtsos from the St Clair County Drain Commission. 

The agenda was approved with the addition of the renewal of Marie Revitzer, Lake Iris, Drain for the playground, septic cleanout and Emmett Little League.  
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting on February 13, 2024.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Nowicki made a motion to keep Tri County Bank and Choice One Bank as the depositories of record.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the payment of recurring bills between regularly scheduled board meetings.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the Calendar of Board Meeting for the 2024-2025 fiscal year. Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the renewal of the Zoning Administrators contract.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to amend the budget for for Printing & Advertising and Enforcement Officer by moving $600.00 to each account with $1200.00 from Township Miscellaneous.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-6 Authorization for Expenditure of funds for Black Drain.  Krikorian seconding.  Roll Call: Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 5-0. Nowicki made a motion to approve a $1.50 per hour raise for Melanie Ripenbark.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-3 to establish the Treasurer’s Salary to $17,500.00.  Nowicki seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – abstaining; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-4 to establish the Clerk’s salary to $20,000.00.  Roberts seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – abstaining.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-5 to establish the Supervisor’s salary to $15,000.00.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – abstaining; O’Brien – yes.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to hire Marie Revitzer as the emergency back up secretary beginning March 13, 2024 at the rate of $15.00 per hour.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  The Board gave approval for the Supervisor to contact the attorney regarding the Lake Iris Solar Project decommissioning agreement.  Nowicki made a motion to purchase drain tile for the new playground equipment.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to have Carl’s septic empty the septic at both the Township and Fire Hall.  Nowicki seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Emmett Little League was present to discuss the upcoming season and field work.  Krikorian made a motion to approve the purchase of materials.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.   

In citizen’s comments residents had questions regarding the spraying of the fields not affecting his field, fall weed control, replace grill at pavilion and the placement of memorial benches. 

Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
