The agenda was approved with the addition of the purchase of an AED for the fire department and Resolution 2024-7.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on April 9, 2024.   Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.

In correspondence Nowicki discussed receiving a letter from DTE.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.

Nowicki made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.
In enforcement the enforcement officer has made contact with the owners of the burned home.
In Zoning Nowicki announced that the Planning Commission meeting will be held on May 15, 2024 at 7:30 pm and the Zoning Board of Appeals will have a special meeting for a variance request in June.
In citizens comments residents asked about the Zoning Board of Appeals variance request approval for April and an emergency siren.
Nick Kammer from DTE was present to discuss the deer population on the DTE property.  DTE has been working with DNR to provide reports regarding deer population.  The reports are availabe at the Greenwood Township office.
In new business Sheriff Mat King was present to discuss the renewal of the Drug Task Force millage renewal.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the purchase of a new chair for the Clerk.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the franchise agreement with Comcast. O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki discussed receiving a non disclosure agreement.  The agreement was sent to the attorney and it was the opinion of the attorney to not sign the agreement.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the annual maintenance contract with Old’s Electric for the generators.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to purchase replacement AED for the fire department.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2024-7 Water Rate Schedule for WD V Greenwood Township DTE.  Ramsey seconding. Roll Call: Roberts – yes; Ramsey – yes; Nowicki – yes; O’Brien – yes; Krikorian – absent.  Motion carried 4-0.   
In citizen comments residents had questions regarding the application of chloride, the microverlay on Fargo Rd., the bridge on Yale near Fargo will be replaced this year.  Ramsey announced the Spring Hill Cemetery will be having a meeting at the Greenwood Township Hall on May 15, 2024 at 7:00 pm.  
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.
