Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Ramsey made a motion to begin applying limestone, clearing brush in the wooded trails up to $15,000.00.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to approve the 2025 St Clair County Road Commission Local Road System funding assistance program application.  Roberts seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Roberts – yes; O’Brien -  yes; Ramsey – yes; Krikorian – absent.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion for John French to spray the infields.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki made a motion to purchase 4 bleachers from Uline.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  
In citizen’s comments Louisa from DTE was present to discuss the state regulations approaching regarding solar and gave handouts to the board outlining what might be a workable amendments.  A resident asked about the tree removal at the Township park.
