Regular Meeting Minutes
The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Krikorian at 7:00 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Nowicki and Roberts.  Also present were 5 residents.
The agenda was approved with the addition of Springhill Cemetery, Spicer and fire department repair of K12.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on May 13, 2025.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In correspondence the Supervisor received an update on the progress of the Lake Iris Solar project.  Supervisor Krikorian discussed receiving an email from Marcotte stating that the trash pickup date for Greenwood will change to Thursday beginning July 3,2025 and will be sending notifications to residents.  The assessor will begin working bimonthly instead of weekly.  Supervisor Krikorian discussed the acceptance by the state, at the request of the electrical inspector, to take over the electrical inspections for the Lake Iris Solar Project.  The Yale Road Bridge will be replaced beginning June 17, 2025.
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Krikorian made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.
In enforcement the enforcement officer has issued a citation for a burned property on Norman.  The property owner has pulled a demolition permit.
In Zoning the Zoning Board of Appeals has the annual meeting on June 18, 2025 at 7:00 pm.

In new business Nowicki approved the 2025 Request for Local Millage Distribution from the St Clair County Parks and Recreation.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Krikorian made a motion to approve the renewal of Michigan Township Association.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to adopt Resolution 2025-4 Asserting Township Board right to approve Master Plan.  Ramsey seconding.  Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to adopt Resolution 2025-5 Policy to Exempt Elected Officials from benefits of the Earned Sick Time Act.  Nowicki seconding.  Roll Call:  Roberts – yes; O’Brien – yes; Ramsey – yes; Krikorian – yes; Nowicki – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  Krikorian made a motion to approve the contract and payment with Spring Hill Cemetery.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  Nowicki made a motion to contract with Spicer Group to help finalize the Master Plan and possibly update ordinance.  O’Brien seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to repair the fire department K12.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.  
In citizen comments residents had questions regarding chloride and gravel, the board discussed trail cleanup and spraying the trail.
Krikorian made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
