Regular Meeting Minutes
The regular Greenwood Township Board Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Krikorian at 7:00 p.m. at the Greenwood Township Hall, 9025 Yale Road.  Other board members present were Clerk O’Brien, Treasurer Ramsey and Trustees Nowicki and Roberts.  Also present were 6 residents.
The agenda was approved with the addition of Zoning Board of Appeals appointment.
Nowicki made a motion to approve the minutes from the Regular meeting on June 10, 2025.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.

In correspondence the Supervisor received an update on the progress of the Lake Iris Solar project.  There is also a request to run electric lines under the water line for the solar project.  The Township is consulting with the attorney and planners.  The Supervisor also received correspondence from the Drain Commission regarding work being done on the Neal Drain.  
The treasurer’s report was approved as presented.
Krikorian made a motion to approve the outstanding bills.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
The fire department report was approved as presented.  The K12 has been repaired.  The fire department has a scheduled burn of a house on Norman Road for Sunday the 13th.
No enforcement officers report.
No Zoning Administrators report.  
In citizens comments a resident complained about the solar project traffic and the damage to the roads.  A resident asked how the ambulance millage works.
In new business Krikorian made a motion to appoint Doug Nowicki to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 4-0.  Nowicki abstaining.
In citizen comments residents had questions regarding chloride mix, burned houses on Lohr and Oatman, and a timetable on the Yale bridge.  The bridge is expected to be complete by the end of July, weather permitting.
Nowicki made a motion to adjourn.  Ramsey seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
