Roll Call:  Nowicki – yes; Krikorian – yes; Ramsey – yes; O’Brien – yes; Roberts – yes.  Motion carried 5-0.  O’Brien made a motion to approve the purchase of new office computers.  Roberts seconding.  Motion carried 5-0.
